The School Year: 2017-2018
The Renaissance Preparatory Academy is a year-round school with 4 10 or 9-week terms and 4 2 or 3-week breaks. The school year begins in “Summer” term and ends the last day of the following “Spring” term.  A holiday means that the school is closed on that day for all programs.

Summer Term: (48 days) July 9, 2018 – September 14, 2018

Holidays (2 days with no school and 2 days with no programming): August 20 (Muslim Holiday: Eid Ul-Adha Observed), September 3 (Federal Holiday:Labor Day) , plus during break Sept 27 & 28 for Greek Festival at location and no school
Fall Break (14 days): Day Camps available September 17 – September 26, 2018. Parent-Teacher meetings on September 17. 
Fall Term: (46 days) October 1, 2018 - December 14, 2018 
 

Holidays (5 holidays): October 8 (Federal Holiday: Columbus Day); October 15 (Hindu Holiday: Navarati Observed), October 25 (Jewish Holiday Succot Observed), November 12 (Federal Holiday:Veterans Day Observed); November 19-23 (Thanksgiving Week using week 3 of Fall break no programming available).

Summer Break (13 days) Day Camps Available:  June 19, 2018 – July 7, 2018
Parent-Teacher Meeting on June 19. (No school programs available on July 3, 4, & 5, 2018 (Independence Day and school closed days) Parent-Teacher Meetings on June 28.
The 2018-2019 school year has 89,760 instructional minutes. School years with less than 73,500 minutes (minimum time for public schools) will need make-up days. Make-up days are not anticipated to be needed since we have16,260 hours more than the minimum (about 33 more school days than the minimum).

The 2019-2020 school year begins in the summer of 2019 on July 8, 2019.
The School Day: 2019-2020
Round Table (Early Morning Programs) *


This program begins at 7:00 a.m. and continues to 7:30 a.m. It has the same price for any portion of the morning. All students who arrive on campus before 7:30 a.m. will be checked into the Round Table. If they are not on a prepaid plan, they will be signed in as a drop-in. Students may gather on the playground on fair weather days or in The Commons on bad weather days.

School Day

Students may gather on the playground on fair weather days or in The Commons on bad weather days without any additional charge at 7:30 am. All teachers will open their classrooms to students at 7:55 a.m. and will begin the school day at 8:00 a.m. The school day continues until 4:00 pm for all grades. At 4:00 p.m., students not enrolled in one of the extended day enrichment classes will be in the pick-up area (playground on fair weather days and The Commons on bad weather days.). Students not picked up by 4:05 p.m. will be signed in as a drop-in to the Study Hall session in The Commons. 

Clubs & Teams (Late Afternoon Programs) *

The enrichment classes will be scheduled and made available on The Renaissance Preparatory Academy’s websites so that parent can enroll their students in the enrichment activities of their choice. There are two sessions of enrichment classes each day. The opportunities range from STEAM clubs, Athletic Teams, Enrichment Specialty Lessons, and Study Hall/Tutoring (always available).

Teachers of the enrichment classes in Session 1 will open their classrooms to students at 3:55 p.m. Session 1 goes from 4:00 p.m. to 4:45 p.m. A recess/free time runs from 4:45 pm to 5:10 pm for restroom breaks, water bottle refills, and, either monitored time in The Commons, or on the playground depending upon the weather. 

Teachers of the enrichment classes in Session 2 will open their classrooms to students at 5:05 p.m. Session 2 goes from 5:10 p.m. to 5:55 p.m. At 5:55 pm, students will gather their personal items and move to the pick-up area.

 At 6:05, the surcharge for late pickup begins. At 6:15, all students not picked up will be taken into the Commons and their parents/emergency contacts will be called. At 6:45, if students are still not picked up and communication has not happened, Child Care Fees in the amount of $25/hour or fraction thereof after the 6 pm will be charged for the first offense. $50/hour or fraction thereof after 6pm will be charged for the second offense. On the 3rd offense, Child Protective Services will be contacted.

Break Camps*

Break Camps occur during each of the breaks in the school year. Two weeks before the start of the break, the break’s camps will be posted on The Renaissance Preparatory Academy’s websites so that parent can enroll their students in the break camps of their choice. There are two sessions of camps each day; Morning Day Camp (8:00 a. m. – 12 noon) and Afternoon Day Camp (1:00 pm – 5:00 p.m.).  Themed units will be advertised at the time of opened enrollment.

An early morning, Round Table AM, will be available from 7:00 a.m. to 8:00 a.m.; a noon, Round Table Lunch, will be available from 12:00 noon to 1:00 p.m.; and an early evening, Round Table PM, will be available from 5:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m. for those families that need the extended hours. Each Round Table is the same price as the academic term Round Tables.  The Round Table Lunch will be based on brown bag lunches that the students have brought from home.  Access to Round Tables is available at the beginning of each break or by drop in for students enrolled in either the previous or the post term.
*Sessions may be canceled due to low or no enrollment.
